Applicants must present a research project in one of the above fields, a list of relevant
publications, as well as a collaboration agreement with one of the (affiliated) researchers of
the center/member of the Kollegium Judische Studien Berlin-Brandenburg, who is located in
Berlin or Brandenburg. This should contain a common research question and a detailed
working plan.

Fellowship of 2,000 euros per month.
